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1. Take your guided reading book and practice reading it until you can read it fluently. You may read it quietly out loud to yourself in the hall if you’d like.

2. Find your cassette tape in the basket. Listen to your tape and stop it after your last story by pushing pause. As you listen to yourself read ask yourself, “Does my reading sound fluent, smooth and like natural talking?” If your answer is, “No.” Then really work hard to improve your fluency this time. 

3. To record your guided reading book, simply push the record button and the play button at the same time. Push pause again and the tape will begin rolling. Then, read the title, author, and dedication quietly into the tape recorder using your 2-inch voice.

4. Read the entire book into the tape recorder fluently, using lively expression, making it sound interesting. You will get an opportunity to listen to this tape during any free time you have. This includes recess, first thing in the morning, during AIS time if your work is completed, or after school if you check with an adult first.
