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VOLUME & DISPLACEMENT
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For this center you will need to know the definition of these two science words:

· Volume – the amount of space an object takes up

· Displacement – the movement of an object (such as water) to make room for another object (such as a person) – Did you ever have water splash out of the pool when you jump in?  The water was displaced to make room for YOU!


DIRECTIONS:  Answer each of the following questions by using the supplies at this center.  Be sure you read each question carefully to help you answer correctly.

1. Measure the mass (weight) of the empty container with the lid.  What is the weight? ____________________________________

2. Measure the mass (weight of the container with the marble inside.  DO NOT OPEN THE LID OR TAKE OUT THE MARBLE.)  What is the weight? __________________________________________

3. Since the two jars are identical, their mass (weight) is the same.  If you want to find the mass of just the marble without taking it out of the container, it’s actually very easy.  Take the mass of the jar with the marble and subtract the mass of the jar without the marble.  The difference is the mass of the marble.  On the line below write the number sentence and find the mass of the marble.

4. This is how scientist find the volume of odd shaped objects, such as balls.  Find the volume of the golf ball by using the graduated cylinder.  

· Fill the graduate with water to the 125 mL line.

· Drop the golf ball into the graduate without spilling any of the water in the cylinder.

· Read the graduate to the nearest mL.

· Find the mass of the ball by using the same method as we used in #3.
