Directions:

1. Fold your paper in half hamburger style. Then fold each side back as if you are making a paper airplane. This is your summary book. 

2. Think carefully about the story you have read. Think of one object from the book that is important to the main idea of the book. It might be an item or a picture of an important character. See the examples for an idea of what this could look like, but feel free to be as creative as you’d like! ( 

3. Place your summary book vertically so that it opens like a book. In the upper third of the front cover draw the picture you chose so that there is extra white space on either side of the picture. Color your picture then cut around it so it has an interesting, but not too complicated shape. This shape will be repeated on the top of each page where you can color it as you progress.

4.  In large, neat letters write the title of the book you read. Then add the author’s name in smaller letters. Make sure you include your name somewhere on the front cover. 

5. Open your summary book. On the bottom of the left page write Setting in large letters, followed by (Time & Place) in smaller letters. On the bottom of the right page write Characters in large letters. 

6. Turn the page of your summary book. On the bottom of the left page write Problem in large letters. On the bottom of the right page write Solution in large letters. 

7. Turn the page and write Reflection on the bottom of the back cover. This is the page where you will write a few sentences as you reflect on the book you have read. If your book is nonfiction, tell about how this item, event, place or person has affected our lives. 

8. Now, go back and write a few sentences on each page telling about the story elements of the book you read. Save room to illustrate on each page. 

9. Illustrate each page of your summary book. 

10.  Put your completed summary book in the center-return tray.
